Upon arriving at the school I went up to the third floor admin office to see what was going on, as I walked into the principle’s office I met with Dr. Dunn, and Ms. Jenkins and also with Dr. Gaither the principle.  I spoke with Dr. Dunn she stated that when she had returned to the principal’s office she found Mrs. Jenkins seated in the principal’s chair and desk on the computer. She asked her several times to move from the chair and allow Dr. Gaither to sit at the desk. She consistently refused to move, saying that she was there to collect Mrs. McKinney’s (the former principal) personal belongings on her desk and retrieve information from the computer. 

After her continued refusal to comply with the directives from the superintendent, that’s when I was contacted, at this time I asked Mrs. Jenkins to get up out the chair, as well she stated she had to get her sister things and that she was not leaving until than. I told her that Dr. Dunn is her boss and that she wants her leave Mrs. Jenkins stated that she was not her boss and that she doesn’t know her. After asking several times I than told her if she can’t comply I would arrest her if she can’t leave the office. After gathering up all statements that I needed to finish this report I contacted Harris County Precinct Dispatcher to get an incident number. Also attached with this report I have all witness statements and a copy of the Suspension form that she refused to sign on 01/06/2009.

Deputy White had another juvenile who believed to be one of the guys, who startled the altercation, but from all the witness they say he was not the guy but he was fighting because he states that his brother was fighting and that he went to go break the fight up, and someone punched him from behind. He was also given a Criminal Trespass notice. Do to the fighting that took place one of the students from the school and one of the juvenile’s had received cuts and Paramedic A68 arrived on location to check them out. They both had deep cuts so do to their age there parents had to give permission to the paramedic to take them to the hospital. After reviewing all the statements, Deputy Pattum contacted Harris County Precinct 7 dispatch for a significant incident report number SD090121204. After reviewing all the necessary statements and documents my investigation showed that the fight were mutual among both parties. And no charges will be filed. The school will be adding no Trespassing signs all around the school building.
