[bookmark: _GoBack]Range Rules:
1. Must wear appropriate clothing to be permitted on the range – shirt with sleeves (no tank tops), long pants (no shorts or cut-offs), close-toe shoes (no sandals). Additionally, no one is permitted to wear a red shirt or red cap except authorized range instructors.
1. Do not load or unload firearms anywhere on the premises (including vehicles) except where specifically designated. Loaded firearms should remain holstered at all times when on the premises unless participating in a shooting exercise or specifically directed by a range instructor. Upon arrival at the range, officers should unload their firearms at the designated area and bring the firearm to a designated range instructor for inspection and registration. The unloaded firearm should be presented with breach open – slide locked open for semi-auto handguns, cylinder open for revolvers, chamber locked open for shotguns and patrol rifles.
1. Safety is everyone’s responsibility – anyone can call ‘cease fire’ at any time if they observe an unsafe condition or action. Upon hearing ‘cease fire’ immediately holster all loaded firearms.
1. Treat all firearms as if they are loaded – all the time!
1. Do not point a firearm at anything that you do not intend to destroy.
1. Keep your trigger finger indexed until you are on target and ready to fire.
1. Be aware of your intended target and anything beyond (behind) your target. You are accountable for every round you fire – this applies to the range as well as the street.

Violation of range rules may result in an automatic disqualification and removal from the premises.
