Commission at 713-755-8990. 
 
Each deputy is responsible for submitting current information on the Letter of Intent form.  If 
your name or TCLEOSE certification level changes between now and December 31, 2009, you 
must inform the Civil Service Commission office.  If you have previous employment and/or 
bridged time with the Sheriff’s Department, you must supply the Civil Service Commission with 
documentation.
