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Former South Houston Mayor Dies  
1st Hispanic Ever Elected in Harris County to City Government Post

The first Hispanic ever elected to any city post in Harris County died Saturday.  Ascension Razo, who most recently had been a Harris County Precinct Two manager, became the first Hispanic elected to any city position in Harris County when he was elected to the South Houston City Council in 1971 – a position in which he served staggered terms for a total of 16 years.  

He was elected Mayor of South Houston in 1979 and served one two-year term.  

 “Ascension Razo was a dedicated public servant in every sense of the word.  His service as a Council Member and Mayor in South Houston, at a time when Hispanics were fighting to find their voice in local government broke new ground,” said Commissioner Sylvia Garcia.  “I am proud that he chose to return to work in his later years by agreeing to work for the citizens of Harris County Precinct Two by managing our Drainage Improvement Group.  His work ethic, his friendship and his genuine smile will be missed.” Garcia said.  

Razo was diagnosed with cancer in March.  He is survived by his wife Tina, two daughters, one son and five grandchildren.  He was 66 years old.
