With the exception of a few small de-
tails, the Harris county training school
for "girls” has been  completed and . will

" soon- be ready for occupancy. In this

| structure’ County Judge Ward and the
county commissioners have erected a
|" monument that the county can point to
| with-pride. When the building is form-
{“ally turned over to Harris county by the
| contractor in a few days, it will see the
| realization of a dream that has been the
| hope and ambition of the social workers
| of Houston for many years. Inciden-
'itally it will mark the establishment of
the first institution of its kind in the
| 1State of Texas, a fact for which its
|. founders and sponsors have found reason
| to be proud.
| In celebration of the completion of the
| Bchool, which will probably be better
| known - as the Girls’ Industrial Home, a
‘ small group of interested citizens and
mocial workers paid a visit to the insti-
tution Saturday in order to make an in-
ispection of the building. They included
‘Ennis Cargill, chairman of the board of
control; Mrs. W. W. Bains, Mrs. Harris
Masterson, Mrs. J. C. Love, Miss Eva
Goldsmith, all members of the board, and
Mr. .and Mrs. Jahn McClellan, Mr. and
‘Mrs. William J. Kinkaid, Herman Malsch,
‘Miss ' E. A. Claxton and Miss N. E. Bur-
nett. Previously in the week County
Judge™ Ward and the county commis-
sioners had paid a visit to the building.

Expressions of Satisfaction,
. The visit called forth many expressions
of satisfaction not only at the splendid
home that had been provided, but in the
thought that Harris county had finally
taken steps to give the unfortunate girls
‘of the county  a fair chance. Many of
those: who: were present saw the fruition
of ‘their hopes and viewed the structure
with pleasure and gratification. They
had labored long and earnestly. for the
-home and knew that their labors had not
been’ in vain. While no formal cere-
monies ‘were held, each one of those
present expressed the belief that a sacred
. work had been undertaken.

That the home will be all that it was
intended for in the matter of attractive-
ness, comfort and surroundings was im-
mediately apparent upon approaching the

| structure. ILocated on a five-acre tract
. adjoining the county demonstration farm
| at  Westmoreland Farms, it  is  close
| enough to the city to eliminate the fea-
ture of ‘isolation, and far enough away to
provide an atmosphere of freedom and
unrestraint. Probably no more suitable
spot could have been selected, as every
‘element necessary for proper development

. ! Colonlal Deslgn. "
. THe structure follows along the lines
of a modernized colonial design. Shaped
like the letter “L,” it has been designed
- by Architect Fred Teich so that plenty
of light 'and air is not lacking and long
porches could be constructed along the
_ sides ‘of ‘the building. It 'is two-story:
pframe, covering an area of about 109 feet
ong: by .66 feet wide, containing 14 rooms
Yor Inmates besides the necessary quar-
ters (for the superintendent, matron and
officlals. It is so constructed that at any
time .an additional wing can be added at
{ittle. cost to provide for more girls.
This building is the first to be erected
apon the cottage plan of home and will

be one' of a group of buildings formed in
the design of a horseshoe. The first floor
contains the assembly and class rooms,
sewing room, dining room, kitchen, ex-
amination room, dispensary, store rooms

and officers’ quarters. While each. one
of the rooms was constructed so as to
be -adaptable for the particular purpose
for which it is intended, the assembly
room received most of the attention. of
the visitors. It is a large, spacious room
with French windows opening out on
large verandas. :

On the second floor are the quarters.for
the girls, 14 rooms in all, each equipped
with a closet. A 'locker room, linen room
and shower are provided. One of the at-
tractive features is the .screened sleeping
porch which is constructed around the
entire building. Xach one of the rooms
is an outside room, special attention being
paid to obtaining plenty of light and fresh
air. Fire escapes are ‘constructed ‘along
the sides of the building, easily reached
through the main hall. The building is
equipped with a modern steam heating
plant which will furnish heat for the en-
tire structure.

To Beautify Grounds.

Now that the building has been com-
pleted, the grounds will be beautified afid
plotted into flower gardens and small
vegetable patches. - Bach girl will be pro-
vided with a small patch of ground upon

Wwhich to raise various kinds of flowers
and; vegetables. Besides the fact that

this will provide the girls with outdoor |

life, giving them plenty of fresh air and
exercise, it will give them-a feeling of in-
dependence from the knowledge that they
are producers  as well as consumers. It
is not intended that any of this work
shall be ‘of a burdensome nature, but it

is probable that after the home has been .

enlarged by the econstruction of addi-
tional. buildings, the farm will -prove a
big asset both in an economical way: and
from an ‘ethical standpoint. .

*.But the home will not be without its
entertainment ‘and amusement ‘features.
When the -landscape  gardener is- em-
ployed to lay out the grounds a space
will be cleared for basketball, lawn ten-
nis and other outdoor sports. Indoor
amusements will also be provided and
special entertainments arranged. Now
that the building is about completed, the
board of control is in hopes that interest-
ed citizens will come forward with con-
tributions of ‘equipment. Already the Ma-
sonic lodges. of Houston . have provided
the ' furnishings for the entire second
floor. This was obtained through.the ef-
forts of Dr. J. F. Burkey, one of those
deeply interested in the work. )

o ~ What Is Needed.

*The home ‘is in need of a number of
different articles to complete ‘its' equip-
ment. These include a library of books,
a piano, victrola, sewing machine, linen
and many other -articles. - While .the
members of the board are taking 'a per-
sonal interest in.the development of the
girls, it is' hoped that all societies, and
the ladies especially, will become inter-
ested. An'invitation: has been extended
by Chairman Ennis Cargill to all these to
visit the home and see for themselves
the nature of the work that is being un-
dertaken. : 1 ;

In the selection of Miss H. A. Claxton -

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nett as assistant the board has obtained
the services of two experienced social
workers in_this particular field. When
they visited the building Saturday they

were deeply impressed with the fact that

in the style of architecture there was
nothing to suggest the institutional build-
ing, but everything to 'bring out the
characteristics of a home.

In the creation and development of the
home no one has been more active than
Ennis Cargill, chairman of the ' board.
From the time that it was first suggested
up to the present he has given up his
time and effort in order to make it an ac~
complished fact. Heyhas given a great
deal of study to the matter and has vis-
ited institutions in other States in order
to obtain at first hand a knowledge of
the requirements for ‘the Harris county
institution, and during the past winter he
has corresponded ‘'with many simil
homes for information. Since then He
has been kept busy seeing that the plans
were carried -out as intended. . In  this
work he has been ably assisted by the
members of the board and interested citi-
zens.

Therefore, both
from a Christian and economic viewpoint
it is kindness and wisdom to erect an
institution where those who egin to de-
viate from the path of mor: ity, recti-
‘tude and Integrity can be hatted and put
again in the way of clean and vseful lives.

Social workers agree that the delin-
quent girl problem is a much more com-
plex and difficult one than the boy prob-
lem. There are several reasons for this.
There is usually some abnormal cause in
| the delinquent girl problem. Bither she
is mentally deficient, or her surround-
ings are unusually bad. With the bad
boy it is usually started in surplus en-
} ergy and a desire for adventure which
leads him astray. Another reason being
 that, while a boy is adjudged delinquent,
frequently at the request of parents or
with their consent, for being a truant
from school, staying out at nights and
countless other small offenses, there is a
rreluctance on the part of every one to
bring a girl into court during the time
when bad habits could easily %e correct-
ed, and it is not until things have gone
very far wrong with her that she is given
a chance to be transplanted into better
surroundings by the hand of the court.

In connection with
this feature a woman living nearby has
consented to give lectures to the girls on
the care and raising of poultry. The girls
will manufacture their own butter, cream
chptzgse and will learn all about dairy prod-
uctd.

To the left of the grounds has been
set aside a plot of land of the Harris
county demonstration farm for the use
of the girls. Here they will be given
practical lessons in pianting, caring for
and raising all sorts of garden truck from
the seed to the fruit.

Large areas of land'will be set aside

for recreation grounds. These will he

devoted to games and amusements of
various kinds and will be equipped for all
sorts of outdoor sports. There will be
grounds for tennis, croquet, basket ball
and a handball court will be fitted up.
There will be two large recreation ‘grounds
and another one will be fitted into a
playground for younger children. Here
will be constructed slides, swings and
other games for the children. Plenty of
space has been reserved for the con-
struction of future buildings. :

It is not expected that the work of
laying out the grounds according 'to the
above plans can be completed before the
early part of the spring, but when it is
Harris county will have an institution
second to none in the State and one
which is destined to set an example not
only fo’the other counties of Texas but
also be pointed to as a model by com-
munities all over the country.
