	The latest version of STAR*Map contains 
1,632,547 Address Point records and they are
 as current as of September 30, 2004. The 
total number of changes to address points for
 this quarter is 7,649.
The 3rd quarter STARMap includes all of the
 roads in Harris County, Fort Bend County, 
Brazoria County, Montgomery County, 
Wharton County and Galveston County. The
 total number of changes to STAR*Map for
 this quarter is 28,668. There are 3,304 added
 arcs. A total of 25,364 arcs were modified
 by either a spatial move or attribute change.

Fort Bend County Engineering Department
 has contributed the Fort Bend County road
 updates with the city attribute for Fort Bend
 County. Updates were received from 
Montgomery County 911 which includes city
 attribute as well as additional 1589 roads.
 The city attribute from Fort Bend County 
Engineering Department and Montgomery
