	· Info USA now has an online tool that allows licensed government entities ti access the database and conduct complex queries. Exports are in Text Delimited format.
· Advantage:  it is available for one year on a renewable contract.

· Disadvantage:  Only 30 records can be retrieved at one time.

· Review of Aerial Imagery (GDC acquisition)

· The aerial acquisition sub-committee has an agreement with the vendor on color settings and balance on Ortho imagery. The beginning delivery date is June or July.

· Due to the sub-committee’s review of the imagery, the vendor has been given a one-month extension on the delivery date.

· The extent of space needed for all the raw data and imagery is estimated to be 3 gigabytes.
