Funding 1)y Spincuetop in
1992, purchase(l what at that time was
considered “State of the Art” equipment.

The $300,000 grant is the single 1argest
contribution ever awarded ]oy the Foundation
of Spindletop International, a philanthropic
organization created l)y a consortium of Qil
and Gas Industries.

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interviewing young, sexuauy abused clients.
“Each month the center handles as many as
450 new cases. Most are al)use-rela’ced, but a
growing number involve young witnesses to
violent crimes” said Tammy Url)an, CAC
Supervisor of Interviewing Services. “Because
CAC records the children’s initial disclosures”

This consortium of oil and gas companies
and distinguislled leaders has supporte(i The
CAC since our inception. On May 2, 2005,
tlley awarded The CAC with a $300,000

grant for our conversion from VHS forensic interviews to a

comprehensive cligital process for interviewing child victims of sexual
abuse. Since the law requires The CAC to maintain our tapes of the
children we interview for ten years after the child’s 18th l)irtlulay, The
CAC is storing nearly 40,000 vicleotapes. The new system will create a
more efficient and effective process that will reduce the time it takes for
a case to be processe(l tln‘ougll the system — even‘cually be web-based with
the po’cential of additional secured audiences (jutiges, district attorney’s,
law enforcement officials, etc.) and someday may even be used across
state lines.

The Child Predator Act aims to close the looplloles in current law
that allow sexual offenders to slip tllrougll the cracks when tlley
relocate from state to state l)y requiring registration within 10 (la.ys
of a move as well as community notiiication, tiglitening the
consequences for non-compliance, and man(lating a free internet
accessible database that clearly designa’ces child pre(iators — (as defined
lJy the lnll) those individuals who commit a sexual offense against a
minor age 13 or younger.

Congressman Poe continues his passionate work on behalf of crime
victims and child victims in particular. In addition to estal)lisliing and
serving as Chair of the first-ever Congressional Victim's Rigll’cys

Caucus, Congressman Poe has become an ou’cspolzen advocate against

a reduction in l:un(iing for the Crime Victims Crime Act (VOCA).

Accor(ling to the National
Children’s Alliance, one out of

every four girls and one out of

every six l)oys is at risk of sexual

abuse l:)y the age of 18.

During his April 4t testimony on the House ﬂoor, the
Congressman spolze eloquently of The Children’s Assessment Center,
calling The CAC “a standard l)earing organization, and a prime
example ol liow a pul)lic/ private par’cnersllip can lead the way to lielp
those victimized l:)y sexual pretla’cors.” “For over 22, years as a felony
court judge" Rep. Poe says, “I witnessed first-hand the pliglit of crime
victims and their liealing process, which often l)egan with
participating in the ju(iicial proceedings and continued as tl'ley
received counseling and other services to aid in their recovery.”

Accorcling to the National Children’s Alliance, one out of every
four girls and one out of every six looys is at risk of sexual abuse l)y
the age of 18. And accor(ling to Congressman Poe “this prololem is
not going away until we focus the community’s attention on the

importance of prevention."
