TIMELINE OF A CPS CASE

EMERGENCY (EMR) (Rules of evidence do not apply, ex parte: on or from one
party only, usually without notice to or argument from the adverse party) Judge
orders agency TMC
SHOWCAUSE (Full adversarv hearing: a hearing involving a dispute between

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CASE INITIATION

This process begins with a referral being made to the agency by someone alleging some
type of abuse towards a child or children. The referral is taken by CPS’s Intake Division
in Austin. Once the referral is documented by State Office, it is assigned to a local unit to
investigate. Once the investigation is completed and the agency determines that some
type of legal action should be taken, a request is submitted to our office through our
liaison. The CPS Investigator will write up an affidavit with the facts of the case and their
findings. The affidavit is emailed to our liaison along with a Legal Information Process
Sheet (LIPS).

The LIPS will request one of the following actions to be taken (this action may change
once the case is staffed with an Assistant County Attorney):

-]

Emergency Hearing (after or before removal) — The case is filed as an
Emergency when there is an immediate danger to the child or children.
Show-Cause — This hearing should take place within 14 days of the removal date
(if an emergency hearing takes place). The case is filed as a Show-Cause when
there is not immediate danger to the child or children. If filed as a Show- Cause,
the time requirements as to when the hearing should be set may vary. In the event
that a Show-Cause is reset, an Order Extending Temporary Orders for an
additional 14 days will need to be signed by the Judge.

Motion to Participate in Services — Agency is motioning the court to order the
parents to participate in services being offered to them by CPS in an effort to
avoid having to remove the children from the home.

Aid in Investigation — Agency is motioning the court to order the parents to
cooperate by allowing the agency to continue their investigation of the allegations
that have been made against the parents alleging abuse of the child or children.

In cases where the Agency has been granted Temporary Managing Conservatorship of
the child or children at the Show-Cause hearing, the following hearings will take place:

-]

Status Hearing — This hearing must take place within 60 days of the removal or
the date the agency is granted TMC( if filed as a Show-Cause). The general
purpose of this hearing is the review the Family Service Plans (which should have
been reviewed with the parents prior to) before the Court to obtain the Court’s
approval. Once the Family Service Plans are approved by the Court, the parents
are required to complete the services.

Permanency Hearing — Probably the last hearings prior to trial. This hearing
must take place within 180 days from the date of the initial order (ex-parte or
temporary order). The next Permanency Hearings should be set 120 days apart.
The general purpose of this hearing is to review the agency’s goal. determine how
the children are doing in care and how the parents are doing with their services
etc.

Trial — This is the final stage of the case. The case is usually set for trial after the
first Permanency Hearing has been completed. The Trial should begin prior to the
dismissal date. We have 12 months to resolve the case but the Couwrt may grant an
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additional 6 months under certain circumstances. In this instance, an order
extending the dismissal date must be signed by the Judge.

Dismissal Date — The initial dismissal date on cases filed is the Monday
following the 365t day from the removal date or the date the Agency was granted
TMC (if the case was filed as a Show-Cause). This date can be extended for an
additional 6 months if granted by the Court. Once CPS is granted TMC, a legal
file and case summary are created within our office and the case is assigned to the
Paralegal for the Court in which the case was filed.



Procedure for Emergencies

1. Make a copy of the first page of the LIPS for your own use. Information contained on
that page is useful at the beginning of the case. The original always goes to the word
Processor.

2. Create a list at the outset of any emergency: (I list the jobs on a post-it and attach it to
my copy of the LIPS to check off as jobs are completed. If there are multiple
emergencies, it helps keep you organized)

e Service
Personally get completed citations from court clerk and give to our
investigator. Letting them be distributed to constables by the court can
take over a week - time lost in service. If parent has no known address, get
Affidavit of Citation by Publication signed by CPS investigator. After the
hearing, issue Citation by Publication immediately.

e Appearance Forms
Take appearance forms to emergency hearing along with copy of pleading
for each party. Having the parents sign the forms then gives all the contact
and personal information you will need at the end of the case. (I have the
parents complete these forms even if personally served)

e Last Known Address
If service has not been executed and the parent does not appear, check if
your court requires a Last Known Address form to be filled out at the
Show Cause. (found in Hot Docs)

o Criminal Records
Pull criminal report from JIMS and certified copies of any convictions for
each party from DEEDS to have at emergency hearing. This will also
check to see if any party is incarcerated at that time.

e Attorney Notification
After the emergency hearing and an AAL is appointed, notify that
attorney, giving investigator name and phone number, address of the
location of the child/ren in care (information of LIPS). and date/time of
the next hearing. Attach the pleading and affidavit, as well as the Order of
Appointment.

o Birth Certificate
Fill out the Birth Certificate forms for each child and fax. Information
will be on LIPS form. This will give correct spelling of the child/ren's
names, DOB. and name of father.

e Record Request
Complete a record request to be taken to the emergency hearing, and
prepare one for the Show Cause.

3 Create Notice of Show Cause and send afier the emergency hearing. This will prevent
a time lag with the word processors.



4. Tf all of this is done at the emergency, you are prepared for the continuation of the
case. If parents do not appear at the hearings and service is unexecuted, ask the

caseworker to do a diligent search.

The Paralegal should prepare the case for upcoming hearings by completing the
following task:

Any orders the Attorney may need for the current hearing should be attached to the top of
the case summary.

BIRTH CERTIFICATE REQUEST

This should be the first action taken to ensure that the names and birth dates that were
plead for the child or children are accurate. It is also important so we can verify the name
of the father of the child or determine whether or not a father has been named. This task
is completed by doing the following:

]

Completing our request form with specific information regarding the child or
children and their parents and faxing the form to BVS at (512)

Once the birth certificates are received, the information should be compared to
what we plead. Any corrections that need to be made should be made to LawBase
and the pleadings should be amended (if necessary). It is not necessary to amend
the pleadings when adding a middle name for the child (this may vary per Court).

Procedure

e Create BIRTH CERTIFICATE memo to caseworker ('313Lh folder — Kim
Clark)

o Print (3): caseworker/tickler/case file

o Email caseworker & cc supervisor Attach birth certificate memo

e Document on case summary/Lawbase (child’s tab note) "BIRTH
CERTIFICATE memo/email to caseworker/sup”




e Print Certified BIRTH CERTIFICATE Request form
e Need 30 days to receive — Vital Statistics (memo/fax)
e Once received verify info. on BIRTH CERTIFICATE with Lawbase info.

o If changes are made per BIRTH CERTIFICATE live pleading
needs to be changed ex. OPT — 1APT

o Update case summary if needed if there are changes in
name/D.0O.B. (child); name only (parent)

o IfMN added do not AKA name, only when there are changes in

AMENDING PLEADINGS (if necessary)

There are certain circumstances in which vou will need to amend pleadings. They are as
follows:

Adding mental grounds (This will require you to have the party reserved or served
through their attorney of record).

Need to add a new party

Changing the child’s place of birth

Changing a party’s date of birth

Changing the name of a party (Once again, you do not need to amend if adding a
middle name only. You do need to update LAWBASE).

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SERVICE ,

The Paralegal should ensure that service has been completed on all parties either
personally or by publication (in situations where there is not an address on the parent).
Service is waived if the parent makes an appearance in court. In this instance, the parent
should be required to complete an appearance form and should be provided with a copy
of the pleadings. Once the appearance form is completed. the original should be filed
with the Court and a file stamped copy should be attached to our case summary.

Personal Service — This requires the issuance of a citation by the District Clerk’s Office.
This is completed by doing the following (if being done after the case has been filed
initially):
e Create a Citation in HotDocs and print 3 copies(save the citation in the
appropriate folder in the directory)
o Staple one copy to the pleading and attach the other two to the same pleading with
a paperclip
o Give the citation to whomever is handling the filing of documents to take to the
District Clerk’s Office to have a tracking number assigned and to have it issued
e Once it has been issued, vour instruction may be to have it forwarded to the
Constable for service or you may wish to have it returned to you in order to have
our Investigator to handle. If it is an out of county or out of state address, you will
need to request that the citation be returned to you so that it can be mailed
appropriate serving agency

Out of State Service - This is completed by scanning and emailing the issued citation to
ahparker@dueprocessusa.com (Due Process). In the body of the email you will need to
provide any specific instructions regarding service and the date of the next hearing to
ensure that service is executed timely. Due Process will email you with a status. If they
are unable to execute service, they will email vou an affidavit of non-service. It is
important to ensure that the affidavit or the citation (if service is executed) is signed by
the private processor that handled the citation. If service is not done through Due Process
USA, you may need to request a check for payment of the Civil Processor in that State.
All check request should go to Reggie Thomas on the 15 Fl via a Petty Cash Request
Form.

Rule 106 - This type of service is completed when service is attempted a number of times
and we know that the party lives there and may be avoiding service. In this instance, an
affidavit of non-service is provided by the private processor, Investigator or Constable
showing the number of attempts etc... A Motion is filed with the Court requesting that the
Server be allowed to leave the papers at the address with a person over the age of 16 or
securely on the door. No hearing is set. This is done by submission.

Service bv Publication — This is done through the Dailey Review when we do not have
an address for a parent.

The Caseworker is required to submit a diligent search request within her department and
provide our office with an Affidavit of Due Diligence swearing that he or she has
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diligently sought out an address for the parent in whom we are attempting to serve by
publication.

The affidavit must bé filed along with the citation for publication. The Citation for
Publication is created in HotDocs by following the same steps as stated under personal
service. Once this is filed with the District Clerk’s Office, it is forwarded to the
Constable’s Office.

Once it is served, our office will receive a Publisher’s Affidavit. This document should be
reviewed to ensure all information regarding the party and pleading is correct, filed with
the court and a copy attached to the back of the first page of the case summary.
Procedure
o Service by publication must be done at least 45 days before trial date
o Publication is done if a child in the case was born before September 1,
1997 and the alleged father’s whereabouts are unknown or personal
service was not successfully executed at the last known address
o Need to have birth certificates prior to publication otherwise you will need
to republish once birth certificates are received
e Send Memo to caseworker re: publication (email & cc sup./outgoing
mail/casefile/tickler)
o Filemarked petition must be received before filing citation by publication
w/court
o Once affidavits signed by case worker complete the following for “pub

PATERNITY REGISTRY

In this division, a Paternity Registry is requested when paternity has not been established
on a child. The purpose is to ensure that no one has contacted the Paternity Registry
claiming to be the father of the child. It should be done after the birth certificate has been
received to ensure that the information being requesting is accurate. If it is done prior to
the birth certificate being received, you will need to check to see that the information on
the paternity registry matches the information on the birth certificate. If changes need to
be made to information on the parents or child. you will need to request a new one.

If the child is born outside of Texas. vou will need to contact the Paternity registry for
that State as well. This is why it is important to wait for the birth certificate. Often times
we file cases on information provided by CPS and they were unaware that the child was
born in another State. There are some States that require a court order (such as Alabama).
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The best thing is to look at the Putative Father Registry for that State to see what their
requirements are before you proceed.

To request a Paternity Registry for Texas, you will need to complete the request form that
will be provided and fax it to (512) 458-7164 with a copy of your Harris County ID card.
The Paternity Registry will fax a copy to our office and mail a blue copy. The blue copy
will need to be filed with the Court and the file stamped copy will need to be attached the
case summary.

Procedure

e Print Pat Reg Inquiry Request from word folder (usually found in
respective court directory)

e Average turnaround time from vital stats2- 3 weeks; if Rush

This stands for Continuing Court of Jurisdiction. This request is submitted on children for
whom a Paternity Registry is requested. The purpose is to ensure that no other Court has
Jurisdiction over this child in another state or county. This should also be completed after
the birth certificate is received to ensure that the spelling of the child name is correct. It is
rare but there are times in which the CCJ will come back showing another Court of
Continuing Jurisdiction. If this occurs, vou will need to do a Motion to Transfer. It is best
to check with the Attorney in these situations because a Motion to Transfer may not be
necessary. It all depends on what we are trying to do with the case. To request a CClJ, you
will need to complete the request form that will be provided and fax it to (512) 458-7164.

in Harris County only)

DRUG TESTING

Drug testing is generally done in Court through National Screening and requires an order.
The Court order will specify what type of testing should be done. Once the Judge signs
the order, the Paralegal or CPS liaison will call National Screening and provide them
with the Court number, whether it is a male or female and the type of testing ordered. The
Party is asked to wait in the Court until National Screening arrives. Once National
Screening arrives, they are provided with a file stamped copy of the drug test order and a
hair or urinary sample is taken from the person(s) for which drug testing was ordered.

Once National Screening has the results, they will file a copy with the Court and fax a
copy to our office. In the Family Division, the results are imaged and are available
through Deeds.

Procedure
e Found in word folder
Enter correct style
Include all fathers and their respective child(ren)
Include D.O.B./last 4 of S.S.N.
Save in respective word folder

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CRIMINAL RECORDS

Criminal Records should be printed on all adult parties on the case. In the Family
Division, this is done at the point of the emergency staffing. Criminal records are
available through JIMS. These records can be obtained by going to the Criminal Section
of Jims and entering the name of the person. Sometimes entering the date of birth will not
vield results if the date of birth is incorrect. Once the Party is located, click on the name
and the list of convictions should be printed (if any are present). The list of convictions
will provide a case number which will be easier to pull in DEEDS rather than searching
DEEDS by the name of the Party.

In DEEDS, do a search on each case number and print the following:
e Complaint
e Probable Cause
o Judgment
o Deferred Adjudication(if any)
e No Bill (if any)

If the person has lived out of state or out of county, it may be necessary to have the
Investigator to run a NCIC. If there are convictions prior to 1997, these may not be
available in DEEDS and may need to be obtained from the Criminal Court.

Procedure

o Request form — Word Folder — Change header (type of hearing/court date/include
name of oldest child)

o Print (3) copies: original: Investigator) (2) copies: Case file/Tickler sys.

o Update case summary re: request

o Once CRIMS received (= 2- 3 wks.) remove from Tickler sys.

o Update case summary /attach CRIMS to case summary once received

SUBPOENAS

At times we are asked to subpoena witnesses. If a witness needs to be subpoenaed for a
Show Cause hearing. this should be done initially at the staffing to allow time for the
Investigator to get them served.

If witnesses are being subpoenaed for a trial, this should be done at least 14 — 30 days
prior to trial as a courtesy to witnesses that may need to arrange to be off from work and
to allow the Investigator time to get the subpoena’s issued.

To prepare a subpoena, one would need to go to HOTDOCS, find the Witness Subpoena
and follow the prompts. Once the subpoena is signed by the Attorney. the original and a
copy are placed in the Investigator’s tray. Once it is issued. it will be returned and a copy
can be filed with the Court.

REPORTS FROM CASEWORKERS

Caseworkers are required to provide our office with a file stamped copy of the Family
Service Plan (hopefully signed by the parent) for a Status Hearing within 45 days afier
TMC is granted and they are required to provide us with a file stamped Permanency
Hearing Report 10 days prior to each Permanency Hearing: even if the case is set for
Permanency Hearing and Trial. The Caseworkers is also responsible for ensuring that the
other parties on the case receive a copy 10 days prior to the hearing as well.

In some Court’s, not providing a copy of the report can result in the case being reset
which can cause the County money. It is best to follow up with the Caseworker when a
report or family service plan is not provided to ensure that this does not happen.

COURT ORDERS TO CASEWORKER

It is important to email any Court orders to the current Caseworker as soon as they are
available in DEEDS. Orders for this Court are generally available the week following the
hearing. Some Courts make copies the day of the hearing and provide them to the
Caseworker. The Judge may or may not sign the same day, which requires them to be
emailed once imaged if it is not. Only under circumstances which require immediate
attention are the orders signed the same day.

It is essential that the Caseworker receives a copy because it may be necessary for them
to take some type of action prior to the next hearing. Often times the actions that need to
be taken require them to have a copy of the court order.

SENDING COPIES OF ORDERS TO THE ATTORNEY GENERAL’S OFFICE
There are circumstances in which it is necessary to send orders to the Attorney General
for an action to be taken. The circumstances are as follows:

AN
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e Following a Show-Cause hearing when there is child support — signed TMC order
and 1702 (completed by CASEWORKER) will need to be sent.

e DNA testing is being ordered to be scheduled by the Attorney General’s Office —
this will require a certified order for genetic testing and a 1702 completed by the
CASEWORKER.

e Child support is being abated or terminated

e Final Judgment is obtained

Other circumstances may apply as well.

COMMISSIONER COURT ORDERS

Commissioner Court Orders are done on every case once the agency is granted TMC.
The Word Processor will complete this document while creating the Case Summary and
have it signed by the Managing Attorney. Each case is allowed a minimum of $1500.00
to litigate. This amount is usually applied to Drug Testing, DNA Testing, Depositions,
Service through private processors and Mediations (if not through DRC and not ordered
by the Court). If the Court orders it through a mediator, the mediator will usually bill the
Court. It is important to ensure that this is done on each case to avoid past due invoices.
Once an invoice is received, a copy of the approved CCO should be printed, attached to
the invoice and forwarded to Stan Staszyc through interoffice mail.

NOTICES TO PARTIES

Notices and orders for the hearings are prepared by the Word Processors. Generally the
Word Processor will provide copies of the LawBase for each case on the calendar for the
month she is preparing notices for. It will have the hearing date written on it.

The Paralegal is to provide her with the next hearing date by writing the date on the
LawBase. When she prepares the orders, the hearing date provided will be written into
the order so that the Court will be notified as to the next setting.

Once the notices and orders are prepared, they will be placed in the tray of the Paralegal
for review and signature.

Once reviewed for accuracy, they should be given to the File Clerk to fax and mail out.
Once they are faxed and mailed, a copy with the confirmation page and certified receipts
will be placed in the tray of the Paralegal to tab and attach to the case summary.

It is important to ensure that notices and confirmation of the current hearing are attached
to the summary just in case an issue arises in Court regarding who has or has not been
notices. It is also a good idea to attach in returned mail from parties for the current
hearing as well.

NOTICE TO CASEWORKERS

Generally. notice of the hearing is sent to the Caseworker via interoffice mail when the
notices are faxed and mailed by the File Clerk. However, this does not always work out
due to the exchange of cases between the Caseworkers. It is always best to send and
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email to the Caseworkers prior to the hearing (cc the Supervisors and the CPS Court
Liaison) reminding them of the upcoming court date. This is generally done a week or
two in advance. This applies to any hearing. Sometimes Attorneys for the parents etc.
will set a case that is not one of our regular hearings. It is important to ensure the
Caseworker and Supervisor is noticed via email for confirmation purposes.

LAWBASE

Always attach a current LawBase to the back of the Case Summary for each hearing. This
will be helpful just in case a reference to the case needs to be made or you need a phone
number for a Caseworker, Supervisor or an Attorney.

DOCKETING THE CALENDER

The Paralegal is responsible for docketing the Attorney’s Calendar. All hearings,
mediations, staffings. depositions etc. should be listed on the calendar. Hearings should
be listed in this format: Court, Case number, Case name, Type of Setting, Caseworker
and names of Attornevs on the case and sorted by the type of hearing.

After a hearing, the calendar as well as LawBase should be updated by the next business
day with any new settings.

On the day of the hearings (Thursdays in the Court), a copy of the docket needs to be
given to the Court Clerk. Some courts email the Court Clerk in advance but this Court
prefers to receive it the day of the hearing. The CPS Court Liaison is to receive a copy of
the docket as well.

FILING A MOTION TO MODIFY

When it has been determined that there is another Court of Continuing Jurisdiction, it
may be necessary to file a Motion to Transfer. Generally the request is that the case be
transferred to Harris County.

In this instance, vou will need to file the motion with the Court that has jurisdiction. It is
best to do the motion as agreed. Prior to filing the motion, you will need to obtain a copy
of the last judgment from that county. Once you receive it, you will need to prepare the
following:

o Agreed Motion To Transfer

o Movement’s Supporting Affidavit For Transfer

o Support Affidavit For Transfer ( for child’s ad litem)

e Notice of Submission

o (Certificate of Service
Agreed Order Transferring Suit Affecting the Parent-Child Relationship

You will then need to mail it to the appropriate county once all is signed. No hearing will
be set if it is done by agreement. It will be set by the Court for submission. You will need
to follow up with the clerk to obtain a copy of the order after the submission date. The
Clerk will follow the instructions of the order as it pertains to the Court’s file.

DISCOVERY
At times we will receive request for discovery from opposing Counsel. We currently have
someone that handles the first response. However, the Paralegal is responsible for
supplementing the discovery 30 days before trial. The types of request we receive are as
follows:

e Request for Production (Copy of case file and documents from impact)

e Request for Interrogatories( Questions for the CASEWORKER to answer)

o Request for Admissions ( Questions for CASEWORKER to admit or deny)

e Request for Disclosure ( Witness information)




This is the discovery process as it applies to the Family Division (the procedure may vary
per court):

-]

Discovery is received by Discovery Legal Assistant (It is placed in their tray once
received via fax or mail).

The Discovery Legal Assistant updates LawBase to show that a request for
discovery has been received.

The Discovery Legal Assistant emails the Caseworker the necessary documents
and instructions regarding the discovery along with the date the Caseworker is to
provide the information back to our office. They copy you in on the email. This is
how vou know initially that a request for discovery has been received.

Once you receive an email from the Discovery Legal Assistant, red stamp the case
summary to show that discovery has been requested. what has been requested and
from whom.

The Discovery Legal Assistant provides you with a copy of the discovery (first
response) once it is completed and signed by the Attorney, then attach it to the
case summary. This helps with any issues that may arise in court as to what was
provided. especially since we do not file this with the Court.

Once the case is set for trial. tickle your calendar with a reminder to notify me
when the supplement process should begin. The case is usually set for trial after
the first Permanency Hearing so there is plenty of time allowed to supplement the
case.

If it is necessary to supplement, send an email. about 60 days before trial, to the
Caseworker with instructions and a due date (within 2 weeks), letting them know
it is time to supplement the case. Attach a copy of what was provided to
Discovery Legal Assistant from the Caseworker at the time of the initial request.
The Caseworker is instructed to make add any additional information, not any
changes.

A staffing should be set for the Attorney and Caseworker within a week after the
due date given to the Caseworker so you and your attorney can staff the case for
trial and review the discovery with the Caseworker at the same time. This will
ensure that everything the Attorney feels he needs for trial is being supplemented
regarding the witnesses and case file information. This also allows both of you to
avoid any objections to witnesses and evidence at the time of trial. Setting a
staffing also ensures that the Caseworker provides the information timely.

REVIEWING CASES PRIOR TO FILING PLEADINGS WITH THE COURT
When CPS contacts or office requesting legal action on a case, a staffing is required prior
to pleadings being prepared by the Word Processor. Once the Word Processor has
completed the pleadings, all documents will be given to a Paralegal for review with the
Caseworker.

The Paralegal is basically responsible for reviewing the pleadings to ensure that
information on the parties matches the LIPS and that the pleading matches the request of
the Attorney. The Paralegal also ensures that the pleadings are signed by an Attorney.

The Caseworker is responsible for reviewing his or her affidavit. If there are any
questions our concerns outside of basic typos, the Attorney that staffed the case should be
notified. The facts of the affidavit should not be modified without instruction from the
Attorney that staffed the case.

Once the Caseworker signs the affidavit and the Paralegal notarizes it. The documents are
given to the File Clerk to file with the District Clerk’s office.

TRIAL STAFFINGS

Cases with a goal of Termination should always be staffed at least 45 days prior to trial.
The process of scheduling a staffing is simple. An email is sent to the Caseworker
advising that a staffing is needed or the Caseworker mayv contact our office requesting a
staffing. Once a date is confirmed, the Attorneys calendar is updated and a confirmation
email is sent to the Caseworker and Supervisor. It is a good idea to have the Caseworker
or Supervisor to send an email or a document which summarizes the current status of the
case and the Agency’s position so that the Attorney is aware of what has been done by
the Agency and Parents. The staffing can be done by phone but should be done in person.

MEDIATIONS

At times, prior to trial, the case is set for Mediation. Our Office’s preference is to set
Mediations through the Domestic Dispute Center (49 San Jacinto, 2nd F1.). However,
there are times in which mediations are scheduled and handled by an individual Mediator.

e Scheduling through DRC — Once a date is confirmed, a request form is faxed to
DRC. The contact for DRC is Adelle Glenn. Adelle will schedule the mediation
and send a confirmation letter to evervone. The Paralegal will need to send out
Notice of the Mediation to the parties and file a Copy with the Court.

e Scheduling through a Mediator — The Court will determine which Mediator will
handle the Mediation. Once this is done, the Mediator should be contacted to
confirm his or her availability. Several dates should be obtained to allow for
variances in the Attornev’s schedules. Once a date is confirmed, the Mediator is
contacted with the confirmed date so that he or she can update their calendar. The
Paralegal will need to send out Notice of the Mediation to the parties and file a
copy with the Court.

h
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DEPOSITIONS
At times, prior to trial, a Deposition will be scheduled. If this occurs, the following
should be done:
e Confirm a date with the Parties involved
e Schedule a Conference Room for the confirmed date
e Request a Court Reporter, for the confirmed date, through Southwest Reporting
e Send Notice of the Deposition to the Parties and file a copy with the Court

Conference room request should be emailed to Cheryl Davis via the request form on
SharePoint. Cara Protain and Barbara Hernandez should be copied in. Once the
Conference Room is scheduled, Cheryl will reserve it on the calendar of the Paralegal
and the Attorney for the requested time and date.

Court Reporter request are made by emailing or faxing the Notices of Deposition to
Southwest Reporting. Southwest Reporting will send a confirmation once a Court
Reporter has been scheduled. Once the invoice is received from Southwest Reporting, it
should be attached to a copy of the approved CCO and forwarded to Stan Staszyc.

SIGNING BY PERMISSION )

Paralegals are allowed to sign by permission on behalf of the Attorney but only on
notices of the hearings. Any other documents should be reviewed and signed by the
Attorney.

That way, whatever is missing can be
taken care of prior to trial. On the newer cases, it is the lilac sheet on the second page of
the case summary. The intake administrative assistant has some in her office that you can
use for old case summaries. Please make two copies of the completed pre-trial checklist,
one to be put in the Court Rep’s basket in the mail room and the other one for your
attorney. The Court Rep updates the trial list with whether or not the pre-trial checklist

has been completed.

Amending to add new father(s). Please prepare a citation for each new father so he can
be served with the amended petition and send the citation along with an extra copy of the
amended petition.

Amending to add mental health ground. If the petition needs to be amended to add the
mental health ground, whichever parent is alleged to have mental health issues needs to
be personally served with the amended petition even though they may have already
been served with the original petition which didn’t contain the mental health ground.

Drug & DNA results. Please update the particular parent’s page on Lawbase with the
drug & DNA results down at the bottom of their page in the notes section. Negative UA
but HF (location source, e.g., head, underarm, leg, etc.) positive for cocaine, marijuana,
alprazolam, etc.). Make sure you include the date of the drug testing. as caseworkers
continually call us requesting drug results., send a copy to the caseworker and attach the a
copy of the results to the back of the case summary. You may want to use a form to
attach to the case summary to track drug & DNA results chronologically. It’s very
helpful to use a different colored piece of paper for the form, as it will stand out & be
easy to locate, & attach the drug results to the back of it at the back of the case summary.

Check frequently for service on all parties until all parties have been served.

Make sure ad litem appointment orders are done for missing parents served by
publication & fathers on whom an ADD was done. Make sure to include a notation
below where the judge signs as to which attorneys represent which parties as well as a
notation regarding the next hearing type & date. However, check Lawbase first to make
sure the parent doesn’t already have an attorney appointed to represent him or her.

Special hearings need to have hearing dates from the court coordinator. Please e-mail
the Court Rep & she will obtain a hearing from the court coordinator & e-mail you as
well as your attorney, caseworker & supervisor with the hearing date.

Notice of intent to use as evidence should be done on all positive drug results, 4Cs
reports and all medical records. The records need to be on file with the court a minimum
of 14 days prior to trial. Put a notation in the notes tab of Lawbase with the following
language: Business records of (name of facility),

(address, city, state, ZIP code) pertaining to
records of (name of person to whom the records pertain), consisting of
____ (number of pages) pages and accompanied by an affidavit from the custodian of
records, (name of the records custodian), was duly filed with the Court on
(the date it was file-marked by the court). That way, you can look at
Lawbase & see whether something was filed with the court & when.

Check case summaries the day vou get them back from court. Frequently, a case will be
put back on the docket for a couple of days later. Also, it will have notes from the
attorney as to what needs to be done on the case & is an excellent opportunity to see what
still needs to be done on the case, such as obtaining paternity registry, CCJ, service, etc.

Every time vou get a LIPS, in addition to responding to whatever it is that the LIPS
requests, please check for any new information such as SSN, new father, new placement
for the child, new address for a parent, etc. and update Lawbase accordingly. I always
highlight whatever information has changed. Too many times, the child will be in a
medical facility when initially taken into care as a newborn & when it comes time to do
the decree, the child is still listed on Lawbase as being in the hospital.

I awbase for the children (making a notation that placement was updated per e-mail sent
with CW report & the date vou updated Lawbase) & file the e-mail in the file.

LIPS requesting 2 motion to modify need to be shown to vour attorney & have a staffing
scheduled with the caseworker & supervisor prior to a motion to modify being filed. Do




not file a motion to modify until it has been staffed. You will need to prepare a red case
summary for the motion to modify.

Prior placement review order from Deeds if not already printed-Of course if it is the first
PMC, you will not have one.

The first PMC occurs 90 days after the judgment date on a termination and 120 days after
the judgment date on a PMC to the agency or relative/non-relative. After the first PMC,
hearings are held within 6 months of each other. The judgment date is the date the Judge
signs the order. Don't go by the file date.

You need to ensure that the final decree is stapled to the summary and tabbed with
decree. Make sure your notice is tabbed and you have a current Lawbase tabbed. If you
do not have a report, email the CW. You will want to print the prior order, if it has not
been already, to ensure that there was nothing that the CW was to do.

Add checking the prior order to your check list for prepping other cases as well.
You will need to follow up with the CWs to ensure that anything they were ordered
to do was dene.

You know the two types of PMCs; with termination and without termination. Ifitis
without termination, you want to make sure the parents were noticed, if we have an
address and they do not have an attorney. Trish will have this written at the top of the
case summary or you can check Lawbase. Sometimes you will have attorneys
appointed/retained on these cases. The best way to check is by checking Lawbase and/or
by printing the last order. You want to ensure they are noticed.

The only twist to PMCs is when there is a request to Modify to PMC or to terminate. The
CW will send a LIPS when they want this done. Let me know when you run across this
so we can determine what is needed. The way to tell is that there will be a Motion to
Modify attached to the summary.

9. Factual Background: This is a termination of parental rights case, and/or a child custody
determination case. The Respondent parents, CAROL YVONNE ATLLEN and/or DWAYNE REEDY,
have been concurrently and jointly represented by one attorney, DESHONDA CHARLES TACKETT,
who filed his appearance in this cause on or about December 1, 2008. On information and belief, the
parents may have consented to the joint representation, however, the Department does not know if such
consent and waiver of conflicts is subsequent 10 £ull disclosure of the existence, nature, implications, and
possible adverse consequences of the common representation and the advantages involved, if any.
Knowledge was imparted 10 DESHONDA CHARLES TACKETT by both parents in preparation for
carlier hearings. There is 2 real possibility that circumstances of this case may place the parents n

ODPPOSITION, thereby creating ethical impropriety.

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3. Aroument: If the issue of ineffective assistance of counsel is not made until after trial, the

defendant must demonstrate an actual, rather than mere potential, conflict of interest existed that
adversely affect the lawyer's performance. Cuyler v. Sullivan, 466 U.S. at 348; 100 S.Ct. at 1718, 1719;
64 L.EA.2d at 347, 348. However, the Court has a duty to determine this motion when made prior to
trial. Cuyler v. Sullivan, 466 U.S. 335, 346; 100 S.Ct. 1708, 1717; 64 L.Ed.2d 333, 345 (1980), citing
Holloway v. Arkansas, 435 U.S. 475; 98 S.Ct. 1173; 55 L.Ed.2d 426 (1978); In re B.L.D., 2003 Tex.
LEXIS 113 (Tex., July 3, 2003). When a trial court knows, or reasonably should know, that a conilict
exists as a result of "special circumstances”, as opposed to an unspecified possibility of conflict inherent
in any multiple representation, the court's duty to make inquiry is triggered. Mickens v. Taylor, Warden,
535 U.S. 162, 169; 122 S.Ct. 1237, 1242; 152 L.Ed.2d 291, 302 (2002). In this case, DESHONDA
CHARLES TACKETT's representation of the mother/wife and the father/husband in the initial Show
Cause Hearing on December 2, 2008 creates an inherent "special circumnstance” of conflict in concurrent,

rather than prior, representation.

Parents are entitled to representation by non-conflicted counsel, which right is codified for
indigent parents, parents served by publication, or fathers who may not be located. FAMILY CODE
§107.013(b). Courts typically look to ethical rules promulgated by the state bar to evaluate conflicts of

interest. Jn re B.L.D., 2003 Tex. LEXIS 113 (Tex., July 3, 2003), formulates the test as follows:

“[A] trial court must determine whether there 1s a substantial risk that a lawyer's

obligations to one parent would materially and adversely affect his or her obligations to

the other parent when deciding whether there is a conflict of interest between parents

opposing termination.”

Courts have a duty to enforce State Bar Rules. Berr Wheelers, Inc. v. Ruffinio, 666 S.W.2d
510, 513, (Tex. App. - Houston [1* Dist.] 1983), rehearing at 666 S.W.2d 514 (1984). State Bar
Rules have the same effect as swamtes. Stare Bar of Texas v. Edwards, 646 S.W.2d 543, 544 (Tex.

App. - Houston [1% Dist.] 1982). TEX. DISCIPLINARY R. PROF'L CONDUCT 1.06 provides:

"(a) A lawyer shall not represent opposing parties to the same litigation.”

"(b) In other situations and except to the extent permitted by paragraph (c), & lawyer
shall not represent a person if the representation of that person:

"(1) involves a subsiantially related matter in which that person's interest are
materially and directly adverse to the interests of another client of the lawyer or
the lawyer's firm; or

"(2) reasonably appears to be or become adversely limited by the lawyer's or law
firm's responsibilities to another client or 10 a third person or by the lawyer's or
lew firm's own interesis.

"(c) Alawyer may represent a client in the circumstances described in () ift

"(1) the lawyer reasonably believes the representation of each client will not
be materially affected; and" {emphasis added)

"(2) each affected or potentially affect client consents to such tepre-sentation
after full disclosure Of the existence, nature, implications, and possible adverse
consequences of the common representation and the advantages involved, if any.

“e) If 2 lawyer has accepted representation in violation of this Rule, or if multiple
representation properly accepted becomes improper under the Rule, the lawyer shall
promptly withdraw from one Or more representations 10 the extent necessary for any
remaining representation not o be in violation of these Rules."

DESHONDA CHARLES TACKETT can not permissively represent either party with their
mutual consent in this termination proceeding, because the attormey can not reasonably believe the
representation of each client will not be materially affected”, under Rule 1.06(c)(1): despite any Waivers

of conflict.

In disapproving concurrent representation by the same law firm of a creditor and receiver i @
divorce, the Dallas appellate court held: "It is clear that when the receiver is being advised by the same
attorney Who Tepresents a creditor of one of the parties in the divorce suit that the receiver's abilify to act
with the utmost impartiality is compromised.” Mallou v. Payne & Vendig, 750 S W.2d 251, 258 (Tex.
App. — Dallas 1988). The court further stated the Code of Professional Responsibility prohibits an
attorney from representing more than one party in a case wif the exercise of his or her independent
judgment on behalf of an existing client may be adversely affected by the representation of another
client" and that the "possibility certainly existed in this case". Id. Asin Mallou, DESHONDA

CHARLES TACKETT cannot reasonably believe her representation of one or both parents in this action,

won't present the possibility (or even probability) of adverse affects of representation of mother alone.

Ordering separaie termination trials probably will not remedy the ethical problem of the aitormey.
In re B.L.D., 2003 Tex. LEXIS 113 (Tex., July 3, 2003), citing TEX. DISCIPLINARY R. PROF'L CONDUCT
1.06(b), states: "We do not condone the notion that ordering separate trials could have remedied [the

attorney's] OWn ethical obligation t0 avoid 2 conflict of interest in his joint representa‘tion“.

The statutory right to counsel in termination cases implicitly includes a right to effective counsel.
Inre B.L.D., 2003 Tex. LEXIS 113 (Tex., July 3, 2003). supra. citing Inn re MS., S.W.2d (Tex.
2003). Ineffecuve assistance of counsel may result from an atiorney s conflict of interest. Serickland v.

Washingion, 466 U.S. 668, 692, 80 L. Ed. 24 674, 104 S. Ci. 2052 (1984); Routier v. Stare, 2003 Tex.

(S5}
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Crim. App. LEXIS 92. The principle that conflicts 1n representation are 10 be scrutinized equally
cases of retained and appointed counsel has been reaffirmed by our country's highest court. Mickens v.
Taylor, Warden, 535 U.S. 162, 169; 122 S.Ct. 1237, 1242; 152 L.Ed.2d 201, 302 (2002). The
mother’s attorney in this case has clearly represented conflicting interests. A conflict exists that creates
an ethical dilemma inviting a potential claim for ineffective assistance of counsel, thereby threatening

the legal outcome of this matter.
PRAYER

The Department requests the Court determine 2 conflict of interest exists in this case, precluding
DESHONDA CHARLES TACKETT from representation of both, or alternatively one, of the parents in
this case, and that DESHONDA CHARLES TACKETT be disqualified from such representation in this
case.

The Department requests that each Respondent furnish to the Department all
information necessary to ensure the Department has an adequate medical history
for the child, including but not limited to immunization records and the names and
addresses of all treating physicians. The Department request the Court order each
parent to provide information regarding the medical history of the parent and
parent's ancestors on the medical history report form, pursuant to §161.2021,
Texas Family Code within three days of the signing of the order.

The Department requests that, at the full adversary hearing in this cause, the Court
order the Respondent to execute an authorization for the release of Respondent’s,
and the child’s (if needed) past, current or future medical and mental health
records to the Department from all physicians, psychologists, or other health care
professionals, who have treated Respondent or their child, which information the
Department shall be authorized to share with all other groups or persons it deems
necessary; and to further provide the Department with a list of the names and
addresses of all physicians, psychologists, or other healthcare providers who have
treated Respondent or the child.

The Department request that the Court shorten the time for response to written
discovery as authorized by Rule 191.1 and Rule 193.1, Texas Rules of Civil
Procedure, and order each parent to file the documents or provide the answers to
the Department's attorney no later than the date of the full adversary hearing in
this case.
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8. Permanent Conservatorship and Support of the child
8.1. Modification of Managing Conservatorship

8.1.1. The Department would show by a preponderance of evidence that:

8.1.1.1.The circumstances of the child, a conservator, or other party
affected by the order have materially and substantially changed
since the date of the rendition of the order;

8.1.1.2.The child is at least 12 years of age and expressed to the Court in
chambers as provided by §153..009, Texas Family Code, the name
of the conservator, who is the child’s preference to have the
exclusive right to determine the primary residence of the child; or

8.1.1.3.The conservator who has the exclusive right to establish the
primary residence of the child has voluntarily relinquished the
primary care and possession of the child to another person for at
least six months;

8.1.1.4.And such orders are in the best interest of the child.

8.1.2. Further. Pursuant to §§153.005 and 263.404, Texas Family Code, if the
child cannot safely be reunified with either parent, but may be
permanently placed with a relative or other suitable person, the
Department requests that the Court appoint HARVETTE SANDERS as
sole managing conservator of the child.

8.1.3. As grounds for appointment of the Department, or relative, or other
suitable person as Managing Conservator, the Department alleges pursuant
to §153.131 of the Texas Family Code that the appointment of the parent
or parents would not be in the best interest of the child because the
appointment of the parent or parents would significantly impair the child's
physical health or emotional development.

8.1.4. If conservatorship is awarded under this paragraph, the application of the
guidelines for possession and access to the child, as set out in §§153.311,
et seq., Texas Family Code, would not be in the child’s best interest. The
parents of the child, as possessory conservators of the child, should have
limited access to and possession of the child, under conditions and
restrictions prescribed by the court for the best interests of the child.

9. Support
9.1.1. Each parent should be ordered to make payments for the support of the
child in accordance with §154.001(b), Texas Family Code, including
retroactive support if appropriate, determined pursuant to § 154.131,
Texas Family Code, and in a manner specified by the Court under Chapter
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154, Texas Family Code. The payments for the support of the child
should survive the death of either parent and become the obligation of the
deceased Parent’s estate.

9.1.2. Each parent should be ordered to provide health insurance for the child in
accordance with §§154.182 and 154.183, Texas Family Code.

9.1.3. If any parent is found to be in arrears in child support or medical support
payments ordered in this or in any other action, a judgment for
enforcement of said arrearage should be issued against that parent
pursuant to §§157.261, 158.003 and 158.004, Texas Family Code.

10. Prayer

10.1. The Department prays that citation and notice issue as required by law, and that
the Court enters final orders in accordance with the allegations of this petition.

10.2. The Department prays for attorney’s fees, expenses, and costs.

10.3. The Department prays for general relief.

“My name is KARA MITCHELL. I am of sound mind and capable of making this
affidavit. The facts stated in this affidavit are within my personal knowledge and are true and
correct.

1. Information to be Submitted to the Court Pursuant to the Uniform Child Custody
Jurisdiction and Enforcement Act

“The present placement of MATTIE SENN the subject of this suit is: OWN HOME.
“The present placement of PEYTEN SENN the subject of this suit is: OWN HOME.

At this time, all the places where the children has lived during the last five years and all
the names and present addresses of the persons with whom the children has lived during
the period are currently not reasonably ascertainable. The Department will continue their
investigation and attempt to discover the information.

To the best of my knowledge, the Department:

Has not participated in any capacity in any other litigation concerning the custody of the
children in this or any other state;

Does not have information of any proceeding concerning the children pending in a court
of this or any other state;

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Does not know of any person not a party to the proceedings who has physical custody of

Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children

“At the time of the filing of this petition, an interstate placement is not planned, but the
Department of Family and Protective Services will comply with all requirements of the
Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children as set forth in Chapter 162, Subchapter
B, Texas Family Code.

Facts Necessitating Access to the Children and Home

“] have made reasonable efforts under the circumstances to prevent removal of the
children but considering the immediate needs to protect the children, removal of the
children is necessary.”

On December 27, 2008, the Texas Department of Family and Protective Services,
(“DFPS”), received a referral alleging Neglectful Supervision of one-year-old, Peyten
Senn, (D.0.B.: 06/22/2007), and five-year-old, Mattie Senn, (D.0.B.: 09/30/2003), by
their mother, Ashley Wood, (D.O.B.: 11/26/1985), and father, Mathew Blake Senmn,
(D.0.B.: 03/18/1983). The referral alleged that the mother and father use ecstasy, LSD,
smoke marijuana, drink alcohol, and may use cocaine. It was reported that the mother
and father smoke marijuana with the children in the same room and that the last time the
mother and father smoked around the children was about two weeks ago. It was
unknown if the parents use to the point of passing out. It also alleged that the mother and
father leave drugs lying around. The mother and father left a bag of marijuana lying on
the sofa a month ago. The mother and father also sell drugs. The mother and father have
left the children in the home to go outside and sell drugs. The children have been left
alone 30-45 minutes. It is unknown if the children have ever gotten hurt or gotten into
anything while the mother and father were outside selling drugs. It is unknown if the
mother or father have ever left the children alone to go to the store or elsewhere. The
mother and father drink mixed drinks. It is unknown if the mother and father drink a lot
or if they are passing out. The report alleged that the mother and father fight all the time,
that the mother throws things at the father such as the TV remote, and that the mother
throws things with the children in the room. It was further reported that the children
could be hit. It is unknown how often the mother throws things at the father, but reported
they fight “24/7”. The mother reportedly gets frustrated and angry and yells at the
youngest child a lot. The mother has spanked the youngest child on the leg which left a
red mark on child’s leg. There was no bruise. It is unknown how often the mother hits
the child.

On December 30, 2008, I interviewed the mother, Ashley Wood, outside at her residence.
At the beginning if the interview, she was defensive. At that time, the father, Mathew
Senn, came from around the garage and became upset and defensive. I asked the father to
go inside while I speak with the mother, but he began to get aggressive and questioning
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why I was present. After the father left and went back into the garage, the mother denied
using any illegal substances. Ashley Wood admitted to smoking marijuana in high
school; however, she denied selling any drugs out of her home and stated Mathew Senn
did not sell drugs out of the home. She also denied drugs being left around that would be
accessible to the children. She denied her children being left alone because she does not
work, she does not have a vehicle to leave the home, and neither child is in school. She
denied domestic violence in her home or objects being thrown. After addressing the drug
allegations again, Ashley Wood told me that her husband, Mathew Senn, smokes
marijuana. She told me that he would admit that to me. She denied him smoking in front
of the children, but stated he smoked in the garage. She has seen him smoke twice since
he has been back at the home. Ashley Wood stated he has been living at the home since
December because prior he was residing in Montgomery County due to his job. Ashley
Wood told me that she takes Zoloft for anxiety, which she was diagnosed with while
pregnant with both children. Also, she said the Mr. Senn had surgery on his finger the
week before Christmas and was on pain medication. The mother showed me an empty
medicine bottle for Sertraline HCI dated December 1, 2008, but it was empty. She said
she poured the pills out. The mother showed me a bottle of Hydrocodone that she takes
for her migraines.

On December 30, 2008, I spoke with the father, Mathew Senn outside the home. He
apologized to me for his behavior and said he would be honest. Mr. Senn appeared
nervous and his hands were shaking. Mr. Senn admitted to criminal history since he was
a teenager stating he was convicted of possession of marijuana several times, possession
of a controlled substance assault to a family member, and theft. He denied using any
illegal substances. He admitted to smoking marijuana 2 ¥ to 3 years ago, but nothing
recently. He said that he had surgery on his hand, and took Vicodin 2 days ago. Mr.
Senn denied selling drugs or leaving his children unattended. He also denied leaving
drugs around that would be accessible to the children. He denied any domestic violence,
even though he admitted to the assault charge. While speaking with the father, the
mother kept calling his cell phone from inside the house. He said the mother was calling
him and she was getting upset because he was speaking with me longer than he should.

After interviewing both parents, Ms. Wood refused to allow me to take a photograph of
Peyten Senn while she was holding her. I did not notice any visible marks or bruises.
She also refused to allow me to speak with Mattie Senn, take a picture of her, sign a
release of information, or enter her home. She said that her home was not clean due to
Christmas décor being unorganized. Ms. Wood and Mr. Senn agreed to take a drug test
on December 31, 2008. I called Ms. Wood and Mr. Senn on December 31, 2008 to give
them the address to the facility. There was no answer on either phone, but I left a
message with the location on their voice mail. Ihave not received a call from the mother
or father. Ms. Wood or Mr. Senn did not take a drug test on December 31, 2008, and
have not taken a drug test to date.

I completed a Children’s Protective Services (“CPS”) background check and found no
prior CPS history on the family. I completed a criminal background check and found that
Mathew Blake Senn has criminal history starting in 1998 as a juvenile with possession of

marijuana for which he received 12 months probation and was adjudicated. In 2000, he
received 3 years probation for possession of a controlled substance which was deferred
and was sent to jail for 6 months. In 2001, he went to jail for 30 days for possession of
marijuana. In January 2002, he went to jail for 35 days for theft. In May 2002, he was
convicted of terroristic threats and interference with an emergency call. He was
sentenced to jail for 15 days. In 2005, he was charged with possession of marijuana and
sentenced to 10 days in jail. In 2007, he was charged with unlawful possession of a
firearm by felon. The disposition stated he was released without prosecution. No assault
charge was found in the preliminary background check

Due to the alleged neglectful supervision and use of drugs by the parents, the admission
ion of the mother that the father smokes marijuana, the unwillingness of the mother and
father to cooperate with the investigation and failure to take a drug test, possible domestic
violence, present a potential danger to the children. DFPS is requesting an Order to Aid
in a Child Protective Services Investigation. DFPS requests that the Court order Ashley
